Legal Basis and Guide for Legal Protection

The Constitution of the Republic of Serbia (“Official Gazette of RS”, No. 98/2006 and 115/2021) establishes that human dignity is inviolable and that everyone is obliged to respect and protect it (Article 23).

Certain laws also contain provisions regulating specific areas; for example, in education, Article 112 of the Law on the Foundations of the Education System stipulates a prohibition of behavior that violates reputation, honor, or dignity.
